This simple Timer offers extreme light weight and simplicity of function but a whole new approach
to installation which requires patience and a good stop watch to set up.
The method shown here is one example of rigging the DT. You may devise others that will work

equally well.
Mount the Munson timer on a plywood base (glued to
the fuselage) with the screws provided at least 12"
from the 2 pegs. Make a loop from Dacron line about
3” long. With a Larks head knot, secure a thin rubber
band ( try a size 18) then run some more Dacron line
from the tailplane through Al alloy guide tubes up to Make and fit 2 x 3mm diam aluminium
the 2 pegs. _ tubes spaced 25mm (1”) apart into the
Wind in a figure 8, 2.5 times around the pegs then fuselage and protruding at least 6.3mm
temporarily secure to the rubber band. The Dacron 1/4")

line from the tailplane to the pegs must be tight.
Now comes the fun part. Place the Dacron loop over
the timer arm and wind on 1 turn anti clockwise and
with a stop watch time the duration it takes for the
arm to release. Be prepared to spend time adjusting

the size of Dacron loops, size of rub-
ber band without any slack creeping in
between the tail and the pegs.

Do not connect the DT line direct to
the timer.
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
